DIE GESCHICHTE HINTER EINEM LOS

Hongkong 1904: „Schwarzkopf  lässt grüßen!“
Wer heutzutage erstmals Hongkong besucht, erkennt 
zwar sehr schnell, dass es sich hier um eine chinesische 
Sonderverwaltungszone nach dem Prinzip „One Coun-
try- Two Systems“ handelt, doch sind die meisten Spuren 
der über 150-jährigen  britischen Vergangenheit (zwisch-
en 1841 und 1997) in 22 Jahren Autonomie unter Pe-
kings Oberhoheit verschwunden, abgesehen z.B. vom 
Linksverkehr, Doppelstockbussen und -trams, „ British 
English“ und ganz wenigen Bauten aus der Kolonialzeit. 
Wer im 21. Jahrhundert die Aussicht vom Victoria Peak 
oder -noch wesentlich beeindruckender- von der Aussi-
chtsplattform Sky 100 im ICC Kowloons in 393 m Höhe 
genießt, blickt auf unzählige Hochhäuser und Wolken-
kratzer zwischen den bewaldeten Höhen von Hong Kong 
Island und den Kowloon Mountains, die so gar nicht zum 
einstigen Motto „Rule Britannia“ optisch passen wollen. 
Einen guten Eindruck vom britischen Hongkong der An-
fangszeit bis ca. 1930 erhält man hingegen im „Hong 
Kong Museum of History“ mit schönen Dioramen, alten 
Fotos und sonstigen Exponaten, aber auch durch die ab 
1862 erschienenen britischen lokalen Briefmarken der 
britischen Kolonialverwaltung, die zunächst Queen Vic-
toria, ab 1903 König Eduard VII. (9.11.1841- 6.5.1910; 
reg. seit 1901) zeigten. Solche „King Edward- Marken“ 
fanden auf abgebildeten, nach Hamburg gerichteten 
Brief aus dem Jahre 1904 Verwendung.

Der Umschlag (der eingelegte Brief ist nicht mehr 
vorhanden) ist mit 5 Freimarken mit dem Portrait Edu-
ards VII. frankiert, der 2 Cents grün und je einem sen-
krechten Paar der 4 C lila auf rot sowie 5 C orange/grün, 
was zusammen 20 C Porto für einen Brief nach Deutsch-
land ergibt. Alle Marken sind mit „Victoria, Hong Kong 
9.Au(gust) 04“ entwertet, denn Victoria (City) war der 
Name einer Siedlung auf Hong Kong Island an dessen 
Nordküste (entspricht den heutigen Distrikten Central, 
Western und Wan Chai), findet sich aber heute letztlich 
nur noch in den Bezeichnungen „Victoria Peak“ und „Vic-
toria Harbour“. Absender des Poststücks war die Firma 
„F. Blackhead & Co, Hongkong“, wie uns der rückseitige 
Absender- Aufdruck und der violette Firmenstempel auf 
den 5 C- Marken verraten. Dahinter verbirgt sich die „F. 
Blackhead & Co‘s Soap and Soda Factory“, die der ein-
stige deutsche Geschäftsmann Friedrich Johann Ber-
thold Schwarzkopf gründete, der seinen Namen als nat-
uralisierter Brite in „Blackhead“ anglisierte. Nach ihm 
wurde übrigens der Blackhead Point mit dem späteren 
Signal Hill Tower in Kowloon benannt. Unser Brief ist an 
„Eberhard Eichelbaum, Hamburg 23, Wandsb(ecker) 
Chaussee 210“ gerichtet, von dem wir über das Internet 
lediglich wissen, dass er 1888 die 3. Klasse des Gymnasi-
ums in Wandsbeck besuchte. 16 Jahre später stand er 
offenbar mit Schwarzkopfs/Blackheads Seifensieder- 
und Sodafabrik in geschäftlichem Kontakt und empfing 
„Schwarzkopfs Grüße“ aus dem fernen Hongkong.

For all lots which are marked 
with • behind the lot number Value Added Tax (VAT) will be added to the 
hammer price and to the buyers premium. Lots without marking are sold 
under the margin system (§25a UStG); there will be no turnover tax state-
ment. Lots marked with + are sold under the margin system as well but 
additional expenses for importing the items in the amount of 7% of the 
hammer price are charged (= Import Expenses, which are part of the total 
sales price ).
